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***FILING FOR OFFICE*** Candidates filing for the following elective offices are required to complete and file a Statement of Financial Interests (Form C-1): County offices, Public Power Districts, Public Power and Irrigation Districts, Governor, Legislature, Attorney General, Auditor of Public Accounts, Secretary of State, State Treasurer, Public Service Commission, Board of Regents of the University of Nebraska, and State Board of Education. 
***CAMPAIGN FUNDS*** All candidates must keep records of contributions received and expenditures made, including the expenditure of a candidate’s own funds used for campaign purposes or a loan taken out for such purpose.  If $5,000 or more is received or spent in a calendar year:

· File NADC Form A-1, Statement of Organization of a Political Committee, with the NADC. File within 10 days after exceeding $5,000 in receipts or expenditures.  If the $5,000 level is reached during the 30 days preceding the election, the filing is due within 2 days.  
· Pay a filing fee of $100.00 to the NADC.
***CAMPAIGN STATEMENTS*** Candidates who have filed a Statement of Organization are required to file periodic campaign statements disclosing receipts and expenditures.  The filing schedule will be provided once the candidate has filed a Statement of Organization with the NADC.
***FORMS AND PUBLICATIONS*** Candidates who are approaching $5,000 in receipts or expenditures should obtain a copy of the 2014 Candidate Brochure.  All forms and publications are available from the NADC.  Forms and publications may be obtained by calling the NADC at 402-471-2522.  Email requests may be directed to serena.dunn@nebraska.gov.  All forms and publications are also available through the Commission’s website at  http://nadc.nol.org/cf/index.html.  From the menu appearing on the left, choose “Publications” or “Download Forms”.  

***LATE FEES*** Failure to timely file statements or reports will subject the candidate or committee to late filing fees.
***QUESTIONS*** Questions may be directed to the NADC.  If you call, ask to speak with a staff auditor.
